He'll be able to access the web site via the network interface of the
VM via a browser on his computer.

LAMP STACK- open source web platform commonly used to run dynamic web sites and servers.
It includes Linux, Apache, MySQL, and PHP/Python/Perl and is considered by many the platform
of choice for development and deployment of high performance web applications which
require a solid and reliable foundation.

Linux Ubuntu Server: it is a server edition that uses the same APT repositories as the Ubuntu
Desktop Edition, which is a Linux distribution. The website server will be running on Ubuntu
Server and other third party software will be installed thru this server.

PHP: it is an open source general-purpose scripting language that is especially suited for web
development. With a connected PHP installation, we can run a web server and view the PHP
page through the server.

MySQL: is an open source database. MySQL is the most popular database system used with
PHP. With it, we can connect to and manipulate databases.

Apache: is a web server software that will assist in maintain our server. We are installing
several module packages that will help with functionality.
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
